Weekly Timetable 
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Times tables in year 4

In the new Primary National Curriculum, times tables up to 12 x 
12 are something which children are required to know 
and understand by Year 4.

Just like in Year 3, the children will complete a weekly times table 
quiz to assess their progress up to 12x12. They have 3 and a half 
minutes to complete 40 questions online.



What is this preparing us for?

▪ At the end of Year 4 (June), the children will complete the 
multiplication tables check.

▪ They will have 6 seconds to answer 25 random questions on 
the tables up to 12 X 12.

▪ This is a government standardised test which takes place in a 3 
week window in June.

▪ Our times table tracker will help to ensure that we are ready 
for this.

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Reading every day: the power of 1:1 reading
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The expectation is that every child reads at 
home (or is read to by an adult) every day. 

Where it is such a key life skill, we feel this 
sits at the very top of our home learning 
priorities.

Reading
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• Record reading (including genre) (ideally daily)
• Read with expression and pay attention to the punctuation 

used
• Ideas for questions and activities to use when reading with 

your child
• Teachers will stamp reading records every Thursday but 

may also check these throughout the week



▪ Bring your reading record in every day.
▪ An adult will check these weekly.
▪ Once you have read five times (this does not have to be in the same week 

and weekends can be included) an adult will tick the ‘High 5’ reading chart 
and you will be given a pom pom for our class jar!

▪ When the jar is full of pom poms, our class will get time to celebrate our 
success together with a reading raffle activity!
