* Books will be changed on the day your
child has a guided reading session

= Bring your reading record in every day.

= An adult will check these weekly.

= Once you have read five times (this does not have to be in the same week
and weekends can be included) an adult will tick the ‘High 5’ reading chart
and you will be given a pom pom for our class jar!

 Some books are easier than others. These can mainly be read by the
child, with support from yourselves. The longer tricker books can be
read together or with you reading it to your child
